The exclusion of the specialty "Logistics" from the said decree
can lead to a number of serious consequences:

1. The hmit of study time allocated for the study of logistics
courses s not sufficient for the traimng of highly qualified
specialists.

2. The absence of the specialty "Logstics” does not allowequalizing
the supply and demand for logistics specialists in the labor market.

3. Within existing specialties, it is difficult to react to new market
trends and its needs, because it is not possible to introduce
innovative special courses.

Given the globalization of the world economy and the signing by
Ukraine of the Association with the European Union, market experts
are convinced that a modern educational system in the field of
logistics requires changes.

Logistics certification has been around the world for a long time
(professional certificates are appropriated in accordance with
standards defined by international organizations, such as the
American Society for Production Management and Stockpiles
(APICS), the European Logistic Association (ELA) and the
International  Logistics Society (SOLE)). In Ukraine, the
phenomenon of certification is not widespread.

In conclusion, it can be said that the training of highly skilled
specialists in logistics that are able to introduce and develop
innovative technologies and leading logistics systems is today a
strategically important task for Ukraine. Qualitative vocational
training of logisticians will allow the country to become an important
part of the global commodity movement, realize transit potential and
to provide companies with an exit to a qualitatively new level of
organization of logistics and supply chains. ‘
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WHY LOGISTIC IS IMPORTANT IN BUSINESS?

Logistics 1s comparatively a new term, but not the operatiqn.
Logistics has existed since the beginning of civilization. Raw material
and finished products had always to be moved, though on a small scale.
Things began changing with the advance in transportation. Population
began moving from rural to urban areas and to business centers. No
longer did people live near production centers, nor did production take
place near residence centers. The geographical distance be;ween_ the
production point and consumption point increased. And logistics gained
importance.

Another factor has come into play recently. Since the early 1990’s,
the business scene has changed. The globalization, the free markeﬁ and
the competition has required that the customer gets the right material, at
the right time, at the right point and in the right condition. .. at the lowest
COost. o

Nowadays logistic 1s developed from day to day. Logistics involves
much more than a simple physical movement of goods: it has to take
mto account and calculate locations, distances and even the removal and
processing of waste. Thus, logistics tasks include many aspects -
planning, forecasting, order management, warehouse management, gnd
transportation in general, a number of things, without regard to which
many initiatives are not exist.

According to the meaning of Business Logistic we can understfand
that it is the planning process as well as the implementation of efficient
and effective storage of raw materials, inventory, finished goods and
services. It also refers to the flow and transportation of product from the
warehouse to the consumer. Service organizations also value business
logistics. .

Even small businesses deal with finding suppliers, if not with
transporting merchandise to a store. Small business owners also conduct
distribution logistics with inventory and warehousing. And, every small
business owner can tell you about how they handle reverse logistics,
with returned merchandise or refusal of services. Larger businesses may
deal in all four logistic fields.

In the business environment, logistics either have an internal or
external focuses (inbound or outbound). Depending upon the business
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involved, this part of the chain can be simple or complicated. For more
complicated procedures, third parties often are hired to conduct any one
of the four fields within business logistics. _

Another specialty includes logistics consulting services. Firms in this
mdustry specialize in the production and distribution of goods, from the
first stages of securing suppliers to the delivery of firnshed goods to
consumers. Such firms give advice on improvements in the
manufacturing process and productivity, product quality control,
inventory management, packaging, order processing, the transportation
of goods, and materials management and handling. In the process, these
consulting finns might suggest improvements to the manufacturing
process in order to use inputs better, increase productivity, or decrease
the amount of excess inventory. Consulting firms in this segment of the
industry also advise on the latest technology that links suppliers,
producers, and customers together to streamline the manufacturing
process.

Even project management requires logistics, as one vein of this
science coordinates a sequence of resources to carry out projects.
Typical constraints in project management include scope, time, and
budget, or the same constraints involved in business logistics. The time
constraint refers to the amount of time available to complete a project.
The cost constraint refers to the budgeted amount available for the
project. The scope constraint refers to what must be done to produce the
project’s end result.

As we understand companies can develop their own logistics umits,
or they can involve transport and logistics organizations to solve issues
of supply, storage and supply. Depending on the level of attracting
independent companies to solve business problems in logistics
distinguish between different levels: 1PL “First-party logistics” - an
approach in which organization solves logistics issues on its own; 3PL:
“Third-party logistics” is an approach in which a full range of logistics
services from delivery and address storage to order management and
tracking of goods movement is transferred to the side of the transport
and logistics organization. The fimctions of 3PL-provider includes
organization and management of transportation, accounting and
inventory management, preparation of import-export and freight
documentation, warehousing, cargo handling, delivery to the end user.

Today’s world economy is connected through social media and the
Internet and has raised customer expectations for faster product delivery.
Developing logistics strategies that embrace these expectations requires
companies to look at things like the physical location of warehouses and
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the use of sophisticated software systems to receive purchase requests
within a matter of seconds rather than days.

Because customer service satisfaction has become a basis on which
companies drive business growth and profitability, using the best
transportation system strengthens performance trade-offs to reduce
shipping costs and ensure timely delivery of goods. These procésses and
systems are integral parts of a solid logistics management system,
emphasizing the importance of warehousing and transportation for
customer service excellence for end-user product delivery.

While drafting such a plan, it is mmportant to keep in mind all the
possible present and the future scenarios. A logistics manger needs to
have the capability to carefully plan, analyze and implement forecasts to
a considerate extent on behalf of a firm. The plan he or she drafts should
be organized such that every employee knows their duties,
responsibilities and roles.
